Explorers Camp is a one day program 
for kids under the age of  7 or any  
child not ready for overnight camp.

(YALP) is for survivors ages 
18–21 and focuses on building 
leadership skills. Many YALP 
graduates transition into camp 
staff roles at age 21.

Our Burn Camp Staff is 100% volunteer and comprised of firefighters, 
teachers, medical professionals, burn survivors, and many others who 
help make a difference in the lives of these young survivors.
